12. The Shizuoka Earthquake, 1935
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Shimizu City and Udo village suffered much damage, involving 9 dead and .
299 injured. Totally destroyed houses numbered 363 and huts 451, and quay-wall
together with adjacent warehouses were destroyed at Shimizu Harbour. There were
slight damage to railroad and a landslide on the south slope of the Udo Mountain,
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
