43. The Off Tokachi Earthquake, 1952

(March 4th, 10:23. 42°09'N,
143°52’E, r=500km, M=8.2)
Damaged area was vast covering

Tokachi, Kushiro and Hidaka Dists,,

Hokkaido. The tsunami following

the shock attained as high as 3-4 m

at Kirittappu.

Severe damage was done to vil
lages of Toyokoro, Urahoro ang
Otsu, by throwing down of
houses of 5-15% in number of
whole houses. Total damage were
28 dead, 287 injured, 5 missing, 815
completely destroyed houses, 7,324
half destroyed houses, 6,395 partial-
ly destroyed houses, 14 totaliy
burnt, 91 washed away houses, 323
inundated houses, 1,621 inundated
huts and numerous cases of damage
of roads ,railroad, ships, etc.
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
